Using the AAC Wordsmith (pp. 18 — 23 of Building Better Rubrics)
Use the AAC Wordsmith to complete the rubric.
e The ‘Excellent’ column has been completed. Notice how the rubric descriptors flesh out the criteria in order to provide more of the
context for the task.
e Identify the skill focus (in the 2" column) for each section of the rubric. This will identify the section of the Wordsmith that will be
applicable to each criterion. Please note that this column does not exist on AAC rubrics, but has been added for workshop purposes.
e Complete the remaining three columns of the rubric by selecting words from the applicable category of the Wordsmith.
e Remember: Words may be selected from any row within the skill category, but words do not ‘float’ between levels (columns).
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
